	Procedure To Be Followed:

	1. If a pupil leaves the building, staff should use the walkie talkie to alert SLT, whilst following at a safe distance.

2. Calm talk to be tried – emphasis on zones of regulation vocab and that we care and want to keep him safe. 

3. Explain if he makes the choice he is not keeping himself safe and therefore we will need to get help to keep him safe.

4. Never run or chase after a pupil as this increases the risk.

5. Do not shout or attempt to discipline as this can further escalate. 

6. Never try to pull or drag pupil off the fence once he has started climbing (we can assist if needed in putting a hand or arm out for support if the pupil is climbing back down but this is also a last resort and only if the pupil is stuck.

7. IF PUPIL CLIMBS OVER THE FENCE ON TO THE OTHER SIDE THEY ARE OFF SCHOOL PREMISES. POLICE ARE TO BE CALLED ON 999 BY LEAD TEACHER IMMEDIATELY TO COME AND PROVIDE SUPPORT. 

8. IF PUPIL WALKS DOWN THE ROAD A MEMBER OF STAFF CAN FOLLOW AT A SAFE DISTANCE TO KEEP THE PUPIL IN EYE SIGHT BUT NOT CHASING THE CHILD AS THIS INCREASES THE RISK.

9. SOCIAL WORKER AND PARENTS TO BE INFORMED IMMEDIATELY THAT THIS HAS HAPPENED.
