KS3 & KS4 

The intention of the arts curriculum is to enhance the cultural literacy of learners and provide them with opportunities to develop a greater and more resilient sense of who they are. The curriculum content reflects the cultural diversity of our students and that of the society in which they live.  

Through a process of the development, recording and refining of ideas learners develop life skills such as problem solving, time management and self-reflection.  A safe and supportive environment promotes creative thinking, exploration and investigation. The visual, tactile and sensory qualities of art making allows learners to enjoy the progress they make. Learners are encouraged to become motivated and independent in their thinking as they progress through the key stages. 

Reference is made to a wide range of artists, designers and makers. Opportunities to develop an understanding of the context for arts education in the creative industries is provided. Regular visits to galleries and other cultural institutions support the work completed in school, furthermore this prepares students for further study or post 16 placements.
