Reminders:

Uniform

This is a reminder that from September, all pupils must be wearing their Pavilion sweatshirt/polo shirt along with black plain trousers or jogging bottoms.  Pupils may be asked to return home to change if they arrive in non-uniform

Smoking

The Pavilion is a no-smoking/vaping site and pupils are not permitted to smoke/vape anywhere in school.  If pupils break this rule, they will be sanctioned using the Behaviour Policy which could result in exclusion from The Pavilion.  Vapes are not permitted in school and will be confiscated and destroyed when found.

Registration

Registration is from 9.00am with tutor check ins beginning at 9.10.  Breakfast will be available from 08.50 until 09.10.  Lesson 1 will start promptly at 9.30.     It is vital that pupils arrive at school on time, ready to learn and make outstanding progress.

Attendance and Punctuality

Attendance and punctuality to school is vital if pupils are to reach their potential and transition successfully either back to mainstream schools or to post-16 provisions.  For many, attendance has been excellent and we have seen a huge improvement in punctuality across all sites.  There are, however, still a number of pupils whose attendance falls below the school expectation of 90% and/or arrive at school after registration has finished.  Any pupil arriving after 9.30am will be marked with an unauthorised absence. The Pavilion is working closely with the Local Authority to address this issue and provide the relevant support for families.

Unfortunately, we have to inform you of an upcoming change to the cost of school lunches. After careful consideration and in response to rising costs of our suppliers, we have found it necessary to increase the price of school lunches.
