Attendance and Punctuality
We are incredibly proud to celebrate the many pupils who have significantly improved their attendance since joining The Pavilion. Your commitment to coming to school regularly and on time is a vital step toward achieving your full potential and making a successful transition—whether that’s back to mainstream education or into post-16 pathways.

Across all our sites, we’ve seen fantastic progress in both attendance and punctuality, with many pupils setting a brilliant example. Keep up the great work!  That said, we want to remind everyone that our school expectation is a minimum of 90% attendance. Arriving on time is just as important—any pupil arriving after 9:30am will be marked with an unauthorised absence.  We understand that challenges can arise, and we’re here to help. Registration

Uniform
