What is enrolment?
Enrolment is the process you need to complete to start college.  Most colleges will be open every day after results day, for you to enrol.  Others, like Oaklands, want you to upload your results using the student portal [when you applied, were given a password to use with your email to log on].  The enrolment process can take 2-3 hours.  You may need to ask people where to go.
What if my grades are better or worse than predicted?
What if I want to change course?
Whatever results you get, it’s vital that you go through enrolment because you will have an opportunity to talk to someone and find a course that suits you best.  Remember, this is the busiest time for colleges and courses fill up quickly, so don’t leave it too long.
What do I need to bring to enrolment?
Whether you’re going into the college or enrolling online, you will need to upload ID – a British passport or British birth certificate; your exam certificates [make sure you include Functional Skills].  Please note that if you have an overseas passport, you will need to prove your residency status.

What is Induction?  Sometimes this is the first day of the course but it may be before your course begins.  During induction, you’ll be shown to the area of the college that you’ll be going to, the fire escapes, behaviour and attendance expectations.  You’ll get your timetable and find out about what else the college offers; clubs, activities, canteen, learning support, financial support. 
Financial Support  If your family receives benefits like Universal Credit, you may qualify for help to buy books, equipment etc needed for your course as well as free meals in the canteen.  You can also get an Oyster Card 
Learning Support If you have an EHCP, Access Arrangements for exams or learning difficulties like dyslexia, make sure that the college knows [do this at enrolment]
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
